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ABSTRACT

The available literature suggest that generating regional input coefficients using non-survey based method testing them statistically, without available survey based RIOT is almost impossible. This then raises an important question: “In the absence of survey based regional table, it is possible to apply the modern non- survey location quotient methods to generate regional coefficients for those countries like Iran? We developed a new method for testing the regional input coefficients for Tehran province. The method is used through minimizing total errors of the survey and estimated sectoral outputs by using supply-side Ghosh model. 
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
