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As is typical for a small open economy, exports have a large share in the Austrian national GDP and are a significant driver of economic growth. At the same time, like in other industrialized countries, services become increasingly important. As part of a larger research project on the development and structure of national exports in Austria, this analysis tries to pin down the various linkages between exports and the service industry. Applying a series of national make-use systems for the time period between 1990 and 2003, during which Austria joined the European Union and thus became fully integrated in the European common market, it will be examined what factors influence the growth in output of services and among these, what the role of exports is, given that services take up an increasing share of total inputs in manufacturing industries.
