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Abstract: 
In 2001, a BSE suspected cow found in Chiba Japan. Since then Japan has over 20 heads of cows and bulls were found to be BSE positive. On the other hand, from 2003, Japan banned all the beef import from the US and Canada. At the almost same time, in 2004 thousands chickens have been infected influenza virus and died in Kyoto but delivered to the market. These two events resulted extreme decreases of household demand for meat in short run.  This research calculates their effects on domestic production, and shows difference between consumer's risk perception by intuition and contaminated commodities suggested by input-output calculation.  In addition, it will show the timing of delivery lag and quick recovery of the consumption within several months, as a simple application of input-output approaches.
