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(abstract)

In the paper we examine, using TFP models, how innovation spillovers affect TFP growth by branches and regions of the Polish economy. The effects of process and product innovation are investigated in the multisectoral framework, using Leontief inverse multipliers. Input-output methodology allows for definition and construction of indicators characterizing the transfer of technology into the industry (or region), for which TFP growth is analyzed. The magnitude of technology transfers is a result of direct and indirect sectoral linkages.   

The presented investigation is a part of a research project examining the factors of TFP growth by branches and regions of the Polish economy.
